• To give and receive Respect 
• Develop the ability and will to use 

Welsh as a daily means of 
communication 

• Behave responsibly in school and to 
and from school 

• Accept and adhere to the school’s 
Behaviour Code and Classroom Rules 

• Attend school every day except when 
ill 

• Be punctual at all times 
• Work hard and meet subject 

requirements 
• Complete homework on time 
• Wear correct school uniform 
• No jewellery/trainers/make-up 
• Share responsibility for the school 

environment 
• Look after school property 
• Mobile phones only to be used in 

accordance with school policy 
• Not to leave the school site during the 

day 

• To give and receive Respect 
• Commitment to Welsh activities 

at home, at school and in the 
community 

• Ensure daily attendance and 
punctuality, informing the 
school of the reason for absence 
before 10am on the first day of 
any absence 

• Ensure compliance with the 
schools behaviour code 

• Encourage and Support the 
completion of Homework 

• Check and sign the Pupil Planner 
weekly 

• Attend Parents’ Evenings 
• Ensure correct school uniform is 

worn (no jewellery / make-up / 
trainers / appropriate hairstyle)
